4. The position typically works a single shift of 8 to 12 hours; if deployed to provide longer-term evaluation support for an incident or exercise, then evaluators
are self-sustainable for 72 hours, are deployable for up to 14 days, and can work longer shifts

5. Requestor specifies functional expertise necessary based on the incident or exercise
