2. Discuss logistics for this position, such as security, lodging, transportation and meals prior to deployment

3. The position typically works 12 hours per shift, is self-sustainable for 72 hours and is deployable for up to 14 days

3. Provides clinical assessment and
treatment

4. Prescribes medications, vaccines and
other therapeutic interventions

5. Orders, performs and interprets
diagnostic tests

6. Coordinates with local public health
personnel, volunteers, vendors and
contractors

7. Coordinates and communicates
balancing resources and provides
operational recommendations based on
medical needs or requirements

8. Performs medical triage, dispensing,
client education and access and
functional needs (AFN) screening

9. Maintains medical documentation
