5. Provides design and engineering analyses to help develop mitigation project
scopes and cost estimates

6. Develops cost estimates for proposed mitigation projects

7. Reviews architectural designs for the HM grant program to confirm sound
mitigation techniques and compliance with policy guidelines

8. Provides technical assistance to local building code, land use, and floodplain
management officials

9. Obtains and evaluates technical information from a full range of hazard data from
a variety of sources

10. Reviews, evaluates, and coordinates disaster-specific information, including
