4. This position typically works 12 hours per shift, is self-sustainable for 72 hours, and is deployable for up to 14 days

5. Requestor specifies if hazardous materials are present in the operating area; provider ensures that individuals hold certifications required by applicable laws
and regulations to operate in environments where hazardous materials are present

Each type of resource builds on the qualifications of the type below it. For example, Type 1 qualifications include the qualifications in Type 2, plus an increase in capability. Type 1 is the highest
qualification level.

procedures

physically move each set of human remains through the appropriate morgue
stations
4. Ensures proper documentation of every set of human remains processed from
initial receipt from the field through final release to funeral service providers
5. Maintains security and control over logbooks or case file folders as directed
6. Reports directly to the FM Morgue Processing Unit Leader
