The Ambulance Ground Team - Basic Life Support (BLS) provides Emergency Medical Services (EMS) at an Emergency Medical Technician (EMT) level and
deploys with personnel, ambulance, equipment and supplies to provide patient transport with emergency medical care

OVERALL FUNCTION The Ambulance Ground Team - BLS:

1. Provides out-of-hospital emergency medical care, evacuation and transportation services at the EMT level
2. Is deployable as single resource, or as part of a task force or strike team

4. Discuss exceptions for or additions to EMS positions, such as Emergency Medical Responder (EMR), EMT and EMS Vehicle Operator as required by
Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ)

Each type of resource builds on the qualifications of the type below it. For example, Type 1 qualifications include the qualifications in Type 2, plus an increase in capability. Type 1 is the highest
qualification level.
