DESCRIPTION The Explosives Detection Canine Team (EDCT) conducts screening and searches to detect the presence of explosives and explosives-related substances. A
team is comprised of both a Canine Handler - Explosives and an Explosives Detection Canine (EDC)

RESOURCE KIND Team

3. Provides a visual deterrence at high-risk critical infrastructure locations and special events

2. The requestor should be prepared to:
a. Provide equipment such as programmable radios for inter-operable communications
b. Provide a logistics plan for teams, such as security, lodging, meals, explosives training aid(s), emergency veterinary care, and kenneling, prior to
deployments of more than 12 hours; and
C. Specify mission location and operational environments, such as the presence of failed structures, type of terrain, weather, and hazardous conditions
3. The requestor should order an adequate number of canine teams based on the physical endurance of the canines, screening/search area, and
environmental conditions
4. The requestor should specify if EDCs, Person Screening Canines (PSC), and/or EDCs with PSC capabilities are required
5. The Canine Handler - Explosives determines the duty cycle of the EDC based on assignment, environment, terrain, and other factors affecting
detection performance
6. The EDCT may work in coordination with a Bomb Technician(s) or Bomb Response Team(s) as part of a larger operational team or task force

Each type of resource builds on the qualifications of the type below it. For example, Type 1 qualifications include the qualifications in Type 2, plus an increase in capability. Type 1 is the highest
qualification level.
