OVERALL FUNCTION The Water Main Leak Locating Team - Water Distribution locates the locations of water main leaks and documents these locations for repair crews

COMPOSITION AND 1. Discuss logistics for deploying this team, such as working conditions, safety, length of deployment, security, lodging, transportation, and meals, prior to

2. Requestor provides water system maps and other resources to help this team locate leaks; if possible, requestor provides a representative familiar with the
affected location to accompany this team

3. Requestor provides details on the water main system, such as pipe materials, geologic conditions, and surface conditions

4. Requestor provides external support, such as vehicle fuel and power for phones, computers, and other rechargeable devices

5. Requestor specifies any necessary safety qualifications and equipment, such as confined-space entry capabilities

Each type of resource builds on the qualifications of the type below it. For example, Type 1 qualifications include the qualifications in Type 2, plus an increase in capability. Type 1 is the highest
qualification level.
