DESCRIPTION The Field Kitchen Unit deploys as an operational feeding unit pulled by a truck or trailer and set up at a fixed central location, with personnel capable of
producing a significant quantity of meals

RESOURCE KIND Unit

OVERALL FUNCTION The Field Kitchen Unit:
1. Provides a centralized food production site that prepares and serves food to survivors and responders OR that provides meals for Food Service
Delivery Units to deliver
2. Prepares food service based on a defined standard meal

Requestor orders the kitchen unit type based on the number of meals necessary per day

This unit requires a truck or truck/trailer combination for initial delivery to the field location

This resource is not intended for short-term service. Once this unit is delivered to the site, it typically remains in one place until demobilization
Requestor coordinates access to fuel (gasoline, diesel, propane) and supporting services (freshwater replenishment, wastewater removal)
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Each type of resource builds on the qualifications of the type below it. For example, Type 1 qualifications include the qualifications in Type 2, plus an increase in capability. Type 1 is the highest
qualification level.
