1. Prevents, detects, and deters criminal activity

2. This team typically works 12 hours per shift, is self-sustainable for 72

4. Specify the need for chemical agents, such as pepper ball guns, tear
gas, or other agents

10. Requestor and provider discuss communications system
requirements, such as 800 MHz requirements or need for secure
channels
