OVERALL FUNCTION The Canine Search Team - Disaster/Structural Collapse Live:

. Simple decontamination

. Basic ground support capability for helicopter operations

. Heavy construction: Failed structures of heavy floor, pre-cast concrete, reinforced concrete, steel frame construction, and mass transportation equipment

. Medium construction: Failed structures of heavy wall and non-reinforced concrete construction, confined spaces (permit required), trenches and excavations

2. Provides medical care to include first aid

3. Conducts planning for team-level tactics

c. Light construction: Failed structures of light frame construction

4. Requestor should order an adequate number of canine teams based on the physical endurance of the canines, search area, and environmental conditions
5. The requestor should specify the need for additional vehicles, trailers, equipment, or supplies

6. The handler determines duty cycle of the dog based on assignment, environment, terrain, and other factors affecting detection performance

7. The requestor should order separately any additional specialized personnel, such as Advanced Life Support (ALS), medical, animal, logistics, advisors, or
